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 Usually working pre and post race meet, Amy Yole is responsible for working alongside Di Bell to organize the media and advertising of scheduled events.
 This role requires her to write both a pre-race and post-race media release for the local papers and internet site.

 “We send all our releases to the local papers around the area to receive maximum coverage, including the Wimmera Mail Times, Warracknabeal Herald, Dimboola Banner, Hamilton Spectator, Murtoa and District Advertiser.” She said

“We even had some of our releases printed by a popular speedway magazine, National Speedway Illustrated last season and this season.

“I have tried to create a network through various people to get the Blue Ribbon Raceway name out there” she stated.

Yole suggested that covering all the areas that drivers come from is the aim, to get local people to support their local drivers.

“It’s difficult to make all the deadlines for separate papers, and meet their needs, but most of the editors I work with are great.”
With the help of Di Bell, she works to advertise the speedway as well as possible within the financial limits of the club.

In the last season she worked to round up profiles from drivers in order to put them on the website for supporters of the club to access.

“Getting the profiles has been a huge task, and I am still working on some drivers, but it’s great too see the profile page has had over 200 hits since it was put up on the net in late November.”

Along with the driver profiles, she has recently started gaining volunteer profiles to thank those who mean most to the club.

“The help of the countless, and usually unnoticed, volunteers is invaluable to the club and they deserve to be thanked for their contributions”

She believes that the website is also of huge value to the club, and keeping it updated and improving is vital.

“We did a poll and in the last month we had over two thousand hits on the website which is great.”

With the help of Dad, Ian, and sister, Kristy she uploads pictures from each race meet onto the webpage also.

“Couldn’t do it without Dad and Kristy, Kristy takes pictures in the pits for me and Dad gets some great racing shots.”

Since her own graduation of the junior program she has also taken a part in the continuation of training the stars of the future.

“There is nothing more important to the club’s future than our training program, it is through this that we gain new drivers and our member numbers grow” 

“We have twelve prospective drivers on the list to run another program early next year, hopefully word will continue to get out and both young and old drivers will take advantage of our program”

Along with Max she also is the chronicle editor, this requires her to compile the chronicle (newsletter) each month and get it to Di Bell to photocopy, and then send it out to members.

She believes working with the great team of people around the club makes it fun volunteering, but more volunteers are needed.

“I have heaps more ideas for the future and working with the right people, I believe we can keep improving the club” she said.
