- Track and Grounds -
  Another behind the scenes worker, Dean Thomas is responsible for making sure we have a track ready for racing action.
 When drivers are busy preparing their cars for race day, he is down at the track watering and preparing it, days before.

 “I used to water the track for half a day on the Thursday and then all day Friday before race day on the Saturday.
“Now we only water all day Friday before because of the shortage of water, and our dam is not as full as we would like” he said

Thomas said the water he uses comes from club dam and he uses his own truck which he very kindly donates for race meetings as well.

 “I also have to make sure the truck is ready to go on the day, for watering the track and pits” he said.

When he is not racing you will find him in the in field assisting with the crash crew, this involves clean up debris after a crash and removing the car from the track.

He is also completed a Responsible Services of Alcohol course to enable him to serve alcohol at the complex.
As often as possible he attends the club meetings to contribute to the happenings of the club.

 Being a driver himself, he also attends the working bees held every Sunday prior to race day the following race meet.

 He believes it is part of his role as a driver to help with maintenance of the speedway, and attending the working bees is a way to do this

 “I think it is important for drivers to attend the working bees, it helps the club get more done and the complex is there for the drivers, it’s only fair they help.”
