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 One of our long time volunteers, Melvin Bell has been involved in the club for a total of 12 years approx.

 In this time he has hosted many different roles, from president, vice president, treasurer, sponsorship person, a driver, infield marshal, belt checker, pit marshal and Committee member for the 12 years. 

 Melvin has been on the Committee since before the track was opened. Currently he is the club treasurer, and has been for the past one and a half years.
 This particular title requires him to organize change for meetings with bank, complete all receipting and payment entries for club transactions, banking and write any reports for meetings  
 He also must check incoming invoices for payment, track copies for missing invoices and list for approval and complete cheque, collect and follow up money owed, organise season passes and the raffle tickets and money from raffle ticket sales.

 On top of this he must organize tax invoices for any feature classes that require them, arrange workers for the main ticket box and set up main ticket box for gate keepers, and then summarise and balance off all the money received at each race meeting.

 Bell prepares the books for audit each year, and organizes payment for public liability prior to each meeting.

 (Suzanne does computer entering and bank receipts; she prepares and submits the BAS as assistant treasurer)
